Often I am asked by parents for advice on helping
their children learn English.

In some ways I feel very unqualified to answer. If
you’ve ever heard me try to speak Chinese, first of all I’'m
sorry for the pain I’ve caused as you patiently listened
to me butcher you Mother tongue, but secondly you’ll
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know that I am NOT an expert in speaking a foreign
language.

I’m an example of the old adage: “Those who can
Do, and those that can not, Teach.

Thus, I am the teacher in our family.

From my experience teaching English to not only
my son Matthew (now in Grade 1 at Daystar Academy
in Beijing), but also to many other young learners I can
offer the following Top 10 Tips:

1. Start Early

If your child is already in LOT, then you are
already starting late. The more you can connect English
with your child’s early brain development the better.
There is lots of research that show significant benefits
to starting second and third language learning as early
as possible. I know this runs contrary to the opinion of
many ‘Grandparents’ that want their grandkids to speak
perfect Chinese before ‘confusing’ them with another
language — but in fact it is not confusing for the kids
unless we make it confusing.

We read to him constantly in both English and
Chinese and although sometimes learning more than
1 language together from the start will delay the start
of when a child begins to speak, there is no supporting
research that says once a child starts they are hindered in




any way — in fact most research suggests the child will
out perform the uni-lingual students.

2. Read WITH your child lots!

Make reading the highlight of your child’s day.
Make this the time that you really bond with them. Turn
off the phone, stop checking emails, and totally focus on
having fun with your chid. It may only be 5-10 minutes
for a child 2-3, or 20-30 minutes for a 5-6 year old,, but
the benefits of making reading a regular part of your
child’s day are significant. Get your kids up on your
knee, hug them and put the book (or iPad) in front of the
2 of you so that you are reading WITH them and not to
them.

For English stories, make the level simple. The Bob
books or the rhyming Dr. Seuss or my favorite Canadian
writer Robert Munch with lots of repetition are all good.
Read with your fingers on the words (to start) so that
your child can connect the sounds with the words, even
if they are doing this subconsciously (without realizing

it).

3. Simplify

Start with simple 1-word nouns and statements
(ball, yes!, OK, dog...) and slowly move to 2-word (my
ball, not OK, pretty dog...) and slightly longer phrases
(let’s play ball, are you OK?/I’'m OK, are you OK?,
where’s the black dog?...)

Don’t worry if the grammar is not right. At the
preschool age, if you can help your child gain a solid
vocabulary and an understanding and comfort in using
English, even if it has grammatical errors, you’ll be

laying a strong foundation for future fine-tuning.

4. The 4 R’s — Repeat, Rhyming, Recycle and
Review

Books or songs that repeat words often help
children learn. I like the writer Robert Munch and his
stories. LOT has about 10 of his books.

Dr.Suess of course is great for rhyming, and
helping kids hear the sounds. Be sure that you have your
kids say the rthymes along with you. It’s important for
them to hear the sounds come from their own mouths.
They then will come to make connections in these word
families. They also love to make jokes about words that
sound the same. My son loved to say “My name is Matt,
my Dad is Fat”.

Recycle the words as soon and as often as possible.
That is, if you read the word ‘strawberry’ in a story, then
within the day try to integrate that English word into
your conversations with your child and have them say it.
. (ie. “Do you like Strawberry ice cream or chocolate ice
cream?”’) That first 24-hours is key to moving the word
from short-term to long-term memory. Don’t just recycle
words, but also sounds. If you just learn a new word that
has the sound “th” in it, then try to use other “th” words
as much as possible to reinforce that learning.

Reviewing most-loved stories many, many times
can be boring for parents and teachers, but to children it
is key to building confidence and helps a lot to improve
sight word recognition.

5. Make English the FUN subject
Especially before kids start grade 1, English can
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be the subject that doesn’t have to be memorization.
There are lots of cool English books that are more toys
or puzzles than books, but help your child become
comfortable with the language. I recommend that you
find simple all-English books with pictures that engage
your child, rather than bilingual books that may be more
accessible to you (because your English may not be
strong). Matthew had more than 100 books before his 1st
birthday. Most of these were such that he could play with
himself. As he got older, books are still his most often
played with ‘toy’.

6. Don’t Correct Mistakes

Leave making corrections to the teachers in Primary
school. If your child says “I likeS pizza” or “Matthew
Dad has High Nose and White hair”, just smile and be
happy that your child is communicating. If you want you
could say something like, “yes, I like pizza too” or “Yes
Matthew’s dad has a big nose and lots of grey hair!” If
you know what the right English grammar should be,
just repeat the phrase in a natural way, not to correct your
child or to bring attention to the mistake. Your child may
or may not notice the difference. Don’t worry, having an
environment where it is OK to make mistakes without
constant correction is key to learning a language.

7. Don’t worry about your own English level or
Mistakes

Too many parents go looking for ‘White-faced’
foreign ‘teachers’ even though they use English on a daily
basis in their work. If you have enough English to read a
Dr. Suess Green Eggs and Ham book, then combine that

with the special bond you have with your child, then you
have more than enough English to teach your child.
These days my wife travels alternate weeks to
Shanghai. Who is home to help our son keep up with
his Chinese reading? Me. Can he read more Chinese
characters than me? Sure he can. Does he like ‘teaching
me’ Chinese. He sure does. What happens when we
come across a Chinese character that we don’t know —
we guess the meaning and move on. We may ask Mom
on the weekend, or Matt will get out the dictionary and
find the character himself. Having me as a ‘bad’ Chinese
teacher actually has led to him learning to use skills like
deductive reasoning and how to use the dictionary. So,
if your English is low, like my Chinese, relax, have fun,
and role model that making mistakes are OK and don’t be
surprised if your child thrives at being your ‘teacher’.

8. English Cartoons and TV Shows

Many new immigrants to English speaking countries
like the US or the UK have learned to speak English
fluently just by watching TV for a few months. In the US
and Canada the show Sesame Street is a great learning
resource for 3-6 year olds. Finding English cartoons that
interest your child can also be useful. Matthew loves
music, so the ‘Little Einsteins’ worked well for him. But
to have them work, be sure that they are listening to the
English. If the child does not read Chinese, then having
the subtitles won’t matter, but once they can read the
Chinese characters, be sure to watch without those.

9. English in the Home
Having traditions and routines using English around
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the home can also help. We have friends that only uses
English when their family eats meals. Another family
friend uses English around the house on Saturdays (when
Grandpa and Grandma are not there). The kids from
these families have developed a high level of comfort
using English as a real tool for communicating — not just
as a subject to study in school.

10. Get immersed in the language
This is not just a promotion for my Camp company,
but I have witnessed kids from around the world use

And if your
child’s friends are all speaking English, your child will
find a way to learn English faster and better than the 10
ways I just listed.
